COL Harold (Hal) G. Walker was born In Kankakee, Illinois.  He enlisted in the Army in 1976.  He was commissioned a Second Lieutenant in 1977 in the Quartermaster Corps, branch transferred to Infantry in 1980 and then to Aviation Branch in 1983.

Aviation assignments include Section Leader (UH-1), Attack Platoon Leader (AH-1), and Company Executive Officer while in the 229th Attack Helicopter Battalion, 101st Airborne (Air Assault) Division from 1981 to 1983.  Col Walker served in the 25th Infantry Division in the 25th Aviation Brigade from 1984 through 1988 as the Three Five Platoon Leader, Attack (AH-1) Company Commander and Brigade Headquarters Company Commander.
