1.  On behalf of the President, Marine Corps University, let me congratulate you on your selection to attend the Advanced Logistics Operations Course (ALOC) 2-04.  My staff and I are looking forward to your visit to Quantico and want to ensure that your visit is as professionally and personally rewarding as possible.

2.  Per the reference, the School of MAGTF Logistics, Marine Corps University, Marine Corps Combat Development Command will conduct ALOC 2-04 from 15 March to 02 April 2004 at Liversedge Hall, Quantico, Virginia.  ALOC is a fast paced course of instruction presented by subject matter experts invited from throughout the Marine Corps, the Department of Defense, and other governmental and civilian logistics agencies, which aims to educate field grade Marine Corps logisticians, and senior DoD GS-11/GS-15 personnel in strategic and operational logistics.

3.  The enclosures provide instructions and student information.  We require that you recreate and return enclosures (2) and (3) using the supplied formats, via e-mail, to mickensjd@tecom.usmc.mil and FAX a copy of enclosure (4) signed by your command security manager and in typewritten format to the FAX number listed below. ADMINISTRATIVE INSTRUCTIONS 
1.  Convene date:  Monday, 15 March 2004 

2.  Graduation date: Friday, 02 April 2004

         3.  Location:  Building 15, Liversedge Hall, Main Conference Room.

4.  Billeting:  Building 15, Liversedge Hall. To ensure rooms are available, funded students must specify their anticipated arrival and departure dates in the student questionnaire.  The ALOC Staff is coordinating all billeting requirements for funded students, however; students will pay for rooms with government credit card upon checkout.  Unfunded students that require billeting, and would like to be billeted in Liversedge Hall, must coordinate directly with the ALOC Staff.  Please do not call Liversedge Hall. View the Liversedge Hall accommodations here.

5.  Messing:  Government messing is not available; however, Liversedge Hall does serve a continental breakfast for its billeted students. There are also numerous restaurants located within a three-mile radius of Liversedge Hall.

6.  Uniform and Equipment:  The uniform of the day is Utilities.      Appropriate civilian business casual attire is required for two scheduled class social events (collared shirt, no jeans or sneakers).  For civilian attendees, the uniform of the day is business casual attire. Students must also bring a calculator for class exercises.

7.  Transportation:  Ground transportation to and from the airport is a student responsibility under funded travel orders. Various taxi services are available outside the baggage claim exit doors.  Directions to Liversedge Hall are provided in this package.  Sunday, 14 March 2004 is a scheduled travel day.  No air travel should be scheduled prior to 1600 on 02 April 2004.  Please plan your return transportation accordingly.  A list of taxi services for transportation to the area airports is provided for your convenience.  Six students will have rental car authorization included in their orders.  Rental car authorization is grouped primarily for students arriving from OCONUS and West Coast commands.  

8.  Orders:  Student command administration sections will prepare non-reporting orders using the instructions and appropriation data that MCU will send by naval message no later than 30 days prior to the course convening date.  Per Diem consists of the room cost (Maj/Maj (sel) $18 per day, LtCols $26 per day) and $32 per day for meals and incidental expenses (MIE).  Arrange for travel advances through your parent command or by using government issued frequent traveler credit cards.

9.  Reporting:  Students coming from OCONUS i.e., Okinawa and Hawaii will arrive no earlier than 13 March 2004.  Students from CONUS commands will arrive no earlier than 14 March 2004.

Unfunded local area students will check in with the ALOC representative in the Liversedge Hall Conference Room at 0700 on 15 March 2004.  Students will park in the main parking lot adjacent to Liversedge Hall only.  Student parking is not authorized along the curb and circle area in front of Liversedge Hall.

10.  Read Ahead:  Students will print and read the Joint Pub 0-2, “Unified Action Armed Forces” (UNAAF) prior to the first class.  This reading is required to establish a frame of reference for understanding command relationships addressed throughout the course.  Please ensure you bring your printed copy of the UNAAF to class as a desktop reference.  Also, students should read the following; United States Marine Corps Warfighting Concepts for the 21st Century: Expeditionary Maneuver Warfare, Operational Level Logistics.  These concepts selected for reading are intended to establish the framework for harnessing the thoughts and ideas for how logisticians can make OMFTS a reality.

11.  Social Fee:  Each student will contribute to a $XX.00 non-reimbursable social fee for such items as a class photograph, ALOC memento, and class social events.

12.  Mail:  Liversedge Hall has no provision for personal mail, Federal Express, or UPS packages.  Because of the short TAD duration, students should not forward personal mail. 

13.  Communication:  Liversedge Hall has DSN and commercial phone lines in each room.  The phones provided accommodate personal computers.  Temporary local e-mail accounts will be set up for each student per enclosure (5).

14.  Biography and Questionnaire:  Students must complete and return the enclosed student biography sheet and student questionnaire to the School of MAGTF Logistics, MCU no later than 25 February 2004.  Student biographies become part of a student orientation book that is included as part of each student's course materials.

15.  Security Clearance and Visit Request:  Students must have a valid security clearance and submit a visit request (OPNAV Form 5521/27) signed by the Unit Security Manager to the School of MAGTF Logistics.  A copy of the visit request is provided in Enclosure (4).  OPNAV Instruction 5510.1H chapter 18 contains instructions for completing the attached OPNAV Form 5521/27.

Electronic Mail Forwarding
