Knot-Tying

The following text and illustrations are provided to show the reader how to tie knots and the specific purposes behind particular knots.

2. Square Knot.
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The square knot is used primarily to secure two ropes of equal diameter together so they will not slip, or to form one continuous rope.

3. Bowline
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The bowline forms a loop that will not tighten or slip under strain. It is easily untied.

4. Hitches.  Hitches are used mainly to dress knots and secure loose ends.
Half Hitch


The half hitch is used to tie a rope to a tree or to a larger rope. It will hold against a steady pull, but is not a secure hitch. It is frequently used to secure the free end of a rope.

Two Half Hitches


Two half hitches can be used to secure the running end of a rope.

Round Turn and Two Half Hitches


A round turn and two half hitches can be used to fasten a rope to a tree. This hitch does not jam.

5. Butterfly Knot


The butterfly knot is used for anchor lines.  Tied properly, it will not tighten on itself to the point that it cannot be easily untied.  The butterfly knot can be used to pull a rope bridge taut. This knot can be used to tighten a fixed rope when mechanical means are not available. It will not jam if a stick is placed between the two upper loops.
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
