1. Background 

a. In accordance with the provisions of references (a), (b) and (c), the President, 
MCU has overall Area Coordinator responsibilities for the Marine Corps University Campus and surrounding area that spans from building 3074 to the area adjacent to the Marine Corps Association, and bounded by the railroad tracks and the Potomac River (excluding the E-9 housing area).  Enclosure (1) contains a diagram of the Marine Corps University area.  The shortage of parking in the MCU area continues to provide a growing challenge which has been exacerbated by the completion of the Battle Staff Training Facility (BSTF) and increased utilization of the Marine Corps Research Center for activities and conferences.  These challenges have been reviewed with the objective of ensuring compliance with DoD parking policies while maximizing the use of our facilities.  Many of our spaces are often not utilized or under utilized, thereby taking space from staff members, guests, and in some cases students that could use the spaces more effectively.


b. Additionally, there are four major renovation projects compelling us to implement a new parking plan.


(1) The first is the renovation of Dunlap Hall which is planned to begin in December 2000 and is scheduled to be completed 1 June 2001.  Construction contractors and associated personnel will require a significant amount of our parking in order to conduct their business.
  

(2) The second project is the renovation of Geiger Hall, which is scheduled to take place from June 2001 through June 2002.  The Headquarters Element of AWS is scheduled to relocate from Geiger Hall to the newly renovated spaces in Dunlap Hall by June 2001.  Our parking plan must be flexible enough to accommodate an increase of approximately 225 students, staff and faculty. 
  

(3) The third project is MILCON Project 486, which is the SNCOA BEQ.  This project will begin during FY-02, thereby blocking off a large portion of parking areas around buildings 3073 and 3074.


 (4) The fourth project is the renovation of Ellis Hall (building 2082), which is scheduled to begin in FY-02.  This project will deny access to parking lots behind and adjacent to Ellis Hall.


c.  The projects described above cause an increase of approximately 250 students, faculty, staff, and construction workers.  This increase from December 2000 through December 2003 will present a continuous major impact on parking throughout the MCU area.  In order to accommodate this increased requirement, we have elected to maximize open parking within the area designated by enclosure (1).  This is a major shift from the current policy outlined in reference (d).  However, we anticipate that open parking will be more satisfactory overall once implemented.


2.  Cancellation.  This policy supercedes and cancels reference (d).

3.  Concept.  To efficiently and effectively maximize available parking opportunities through the reduction of dedicated parking (increasing open parking).

4.  Action.  This policy will take affect 1 January 2001 and will be applicable to all organizations listed in the distribution.  Enclosure (2) depicts the entire Marine Corps University Area with a description of the parking and traffic flow plan.  Vehicles that are illegally parked will be subjected to potential ticketing and/or towing by MCB Quantico, PMO.  All requests for any permanent marking or assignment of parking spaces shall be forwarded to the President, Marine Corps University (Attn: G-4).   All requests submitted directly to Marine Corps Base (Public Works) will be returned without action.  Spaces found to be marked without appropriate authority and in compliance with this plan will have the markings deleted.  The following guidelines will be adhered to:

a. Reserved Parking.  Reserved parking spaces will be assigned and designated aboard the MCU area for the following personnel.  Spaces will be marked near their respective facility by billet and organization:

b.  Senior Military Parking.  Reserved parking spaces may be assigned aboard the MCU area for Military personnel in Enlisted Grades E-9, and Officers 0-6 and above.  Parking spots will be designated and marked by billet and organization.  Coordination of designations will be through the MCU G-4.

c.  Senior Civilian DoD Parking (Less Contractors).  Reserved parking spaces for civilian DoD employees are authorized for GM/GS-15 or above.  Parking spots will be designated and marked by billet and organization.  Coordination of designations will be through the MCG G-4.

d.  Marine Corps Association (MCA) and Marine Corps University Foundation (MCUF).  Reserved parking for the MCA and MCUF and tenants will be determined by their respective Chief Executive Officers and marked accordingly by the MCU G-4. 

e.  Reserved Parking Spaces.  All personnel assigned reserved parking will make every effort to post (or have posted) an “OPEN PARKING” sign anytime they are scheduled to be on leave or TAD.

f. VIP Visitor Parking
  

(1) One CG’s personal visitor parking space will be marked in front of Breckinridge Hall

(2) Two senior level visitor parking spaces will be established in front of Breckinridge Hall.  These spaces will be marked “MCU Visitor/0-6 and above”.

(3) Two CG’s visitor parking spaces will be marked in front of Barrett Hall.  

(4) All spaces in the circle at the Marine Corps Research Center will be considered VIP spaces (only) except for logistical drop off and pick up.

g. VIP Guest & Support Parking.   Frequent visits of Flag Officers, Flag Officer Equivalents, Dignitaries that address students at the University require that five permanently marked VIP spots be allocated directly in front of Breckinridge Hall and three in front of Edson Hall.  In 

order to support additional requirements for conferences and special events, organizations are authorized to temporarily mark up to an additional five VIP parking support spaces with stand-up signs.   Authority to permanently or temporarily mark additional VIP parking spaces must be requested to the President, MCU (Attn: Staff Secretary and G-4).    

h.  Government Vehicle (GOV) Parking.  Government vehicles at Breckinridge, Dunlap, Ellis, and the BSTF will be parked in six permanently designated GOV spaces in the rear of Breckinridge.  Two GOV spaces will be permanently designated near Barrett Hall in support of Training Command and MSTP.  Two GOV spaces will be permanently designated in the rear of Edson Hall in order to support CCSS.  Authority to permanently mark additional GOV parking spaces must be requested to the President, MCU (Attn: G-4).

i.  Permanently Assigned Military, Civilian DoD and Contractor Personnel.  May park in the faculty/staff parking areas depicted in enclosure (2) on a first come, first served basis.  These spaces will be clearly marked, “Staff Parking.”  No special vehicle markings will be issued for these areas.

j.  All Other Military, Civilian DoD, Contractor Personnel and Overflow.  May park in the Open Parking areas depicted in enclosure (2).   

k.  Civilian DoD Master Labor Agreement.  Parking stipulations specified in the DoD Master Labor agreement (MLA), and the accommodation of health problems will be determined on a case by case basis by the Marine Corps University Vice President (Operations)/Chief of Staff and G-4. These spaces will be designated and marked by billet and organization. A letter has been forwarded to the local DoD Civilian Union Representative that announces a major shift in policy for affected DOD civilian personnel. 


l.  Americans With Disabilities (ADA) parking requirements.  ADA parking spots have been designated throughout the area.  Unauthorized vehicles parked in these spaces will be ticketed and/or towed.  If added parking is required for ADA employees and visitors, please notify the President, MCU (Atten: G-4) for assistance.   

    m.  Traffic Flow.  All vehicle traffic entering the campus quadrangle via the intersection in front of Barrett Hall will flow one-way, counterclockwise, around the front and back of Dunlap Hall, Breckenridge Hall, Ellis Hall, and Battle Staff Training Facility.  Vehicles parked in front, adjacent, and behind these buildings will exit the campus via the roadway in front of Edson Hall.  The speed limit behind and in front of these buildings is 5-MPH.  Traffic flow is also depicted on Enclosure (2). The only exceptions to the above stated traffic flow(s) are residents of the 600 block of housing. They are authorized the left turn from their residential parking area. 


    n.  Barrett Hall.  Barrett Hall houses the staff for Training Command, MSTP, and a small element of Training and Education Command.  Parking spaces immediately behind Barrett Hall 

will be reserved for the principle staff of those three organizations only.  This provision is authorized due to requirements associated with the provisions of a separate command.  Parking for any staff beyond the rear parking area and not specified otherwise in this policy is not authorized.

    o.  MCU Professional Chairs.  Parking will normally be provided for endowed MCU Chairs, such as the Oppenheimer Chair, Horner Chair, etc.  The MCU Education Advisor will coordinate parking for all formal Chairs with the MCU G-4.  

 
    p.  Previously Reserved Spaces.  All spaces that were previously reserved in accordance with reference (d) will have the numbers and reserved designations removed or completely blackened.  The MCU G-4 (Support Section) will be responsible for ensuring all parking spaces are appropriately marked.  Area wide, parking is not authorized adjacent to yellow curbing.  This measure ensures access by fire and rescue vehicles.


5.  Requests for a modification or update to this policy should be addressed to the Commanding General, Education Command/President, Marine Corps University (Attention: G-4).
