2.
CASUALTY DEFINITIONS.  Definitions and all terms relating to Casualty Assistance are found in MCO P3040.4_, the Marine Corps Casualty Procedures Manual.  The following definitions will be covered in detail during this class:


a.
Personnel Casualty Report (PCR).  The PCR is the primary source of casualty information.  It is used to inform the NOK of a casualty's status.  



(1)
The report is administrative rather than operational.



(2)
The report should be sent immediately to the CMC (MRC) from the reporting unit, not via the chain of command.  



(3)
The report must be accurate and contain only verified information.  It is unclassified, unless specific items in the report require classification.  



(4)
FAX an advance copy to the CMC (MRC) as soon as possible.  Additional information should be sent by supplemental PCR.


b.
Casualty Assistance Calls Officer (CACO).  The CACO is the individual responsible for representing the Commandant with the next of kin.  



(1)
The CACO serves as liaison between the various agencies that provide benefits to the NOK.  



(2)
Assist in funeral arrangements, benefit claims and all other areas related to decedent affairs.


c.
Casualty.  Any Marine who is lost to the organization by having been declared dead, DUSTWUN, missing, ill, or injured.  


d.
Casualty Status.  A term used to classify a casualty for reporting purposes.  The Department of Defense (DoD) uses eight status' and are standardized throughout DoD:  



(1)
Deceased



(2)
Duty Status Whereabouts Unknown (DUSTWUN)



(3)
Missing



(4)
Very Seriously Ill or Injured (VSI)



(5)
Seriously Ill or Injured (SI)



(6)
Incapacitating Illness or Injury (III)



(7)
Not Seriously Injured (NSI)



(8)
Special Patient (SPECPAT). 


e.
Mass Casualty.  Any large number of casualties produced in a relatively short period of time, usually as the result of a single incident such as a military aircraft crash, natural disaster or armed attack.  A mass casualty PCR should be submitted when five or more casualties occur from the same incident, regardless of the type or status of the injuries.


f.
Casualty Type.  A term used to identify a casualty for reporting purposes as either a hostile casualty or a nonhostile casualty.  


g.
Next of Kin (NOK).  The person most closely related to the casualty for disposition of remains, personal effects and the release of records to secondary NOK and third parties.  The unremarried surviving spouse is the primary NOK.  Other NOK and interested parties are recognized in the following order:



(1)
Natural and adopted children in order of seniority.  The age of majority is 18 years.  The rights of minor children, with the exception of disposition of remains,  shall be exercised by their surviving parent or legal guardian.  (Minor children are not entitled to make disposition of remains.)



(2)
Parents in order of seniority, unless legal exclusive (sole) custody was granted to a person by reason of a court decree or statutory provision.



(3)
The remarried surviving spouse.  The term remarried surviving spouse does not include one who obtained a divorce from the decedent (at any time) or who remarried before a finding of death pursuant to 37 U.S.C.



(4)
Blood or adoptive relative who was granted legal custody of the person by a court decree or statutory provision.



(5)
Brothers or sisters of legal age in order of seniority.



(6)
Grandparents in order of seniority.



(7)
Other relatives of legal age in order of relationship to the decedent.  Seniority controls when persons are of equal degree of relationship.



(8)
Persons standing in loco parentis to the decedent.  Seniority in age will control when the persons are equal relationship.  (For disposing of remains, the Secretary of the Military Department concerned may be deemed to have such standing if no other such person is available.)     


h.
Escort.  The escort is the Marine that accompanies the remains from the place of demise to the place of burial.  Often times, the NOK makes a request for a specific individual to act as the Special Escort.  



(1)
Escorts are guided in their duties by the NAVPERS 15955-F  Manual for Escorts of Deceased Naval Personnel.  



(2)
When remains are returned from overseas on a military aircraft, the plane commander will act as the escort to the Port of Entry (POE), unless a special escort is requested by the PNOK and is approved by the CMC (MRC).

3.
NOTIFICATION PROCEDURES.  The notification process begins when a reportable casualty incident occurs.


a.
The process begins when a PCR is transmitted to the CMC (MRC) and the Marine Corps District in which the NOK resides.  A CACO from the nearest Marine Corps activity, as determined by MRC or the Marine Corps District, to the NOK will be assigned.  


b.
The selected unit is assigned the mission of making notification and providing casualty assistance.  A faxed copy of the PCR is provided to the unit which will make notification.  Only the information on the PCR or from the Marine's unit is to be released to the NOK.  Speculation should be avoided on what cannot be confirmed as fact.


c.
Notification is made between the hours of 0500 and 2400 hours.  The uniform is Service “A”.  When possible, take a Chaplain to provide assistance on scene.  A corpsman may be of assistance if the NOK has a known medical problem that might be aggravated by the bad news.  Always go with another individual who can witness the notification and assist you.


d.
During notification, be sensitive to the wishes of the NOK.  However, be firm in providing only the facts as they are known to you.  Avoid speculation on circumstances, as oftentimes the NOK has been in contact with another source or a member of the deceased Marine's unit, and may have more detailed information.  Supplemental PCR's should be provided as more detailed information becomes available.


e.
Use the checklist provided in this package or the checklist in the reference.  

4.
FUNERAL SUPPORT.  Funeral support will be usually be provided by the unit closest to the location of the burial site.  As stated in ALMAR 3-97 and 15-00 (Appendix C and D), if honors cannot be provided by you, find someone who can.  Passing responsibility to another unit is to be avoided; the reputation of the Marine Corps is damaged in the public eye when refusals are made.  If full support cannot be provdied, take the initiative and find the augmentation.


a.
Funeral support will be provided for:



(1)
Active Duty Marines



(2)
Reserve Marines



(3)
Retired Marines



(4)
Former Marines whose last service was honorable.


b.
Funeral support will not be provided for:



(1)
Marines in a deserter status



(2)
Marines whose last service was dishonorable, discharged by reason of bad conduct, or under other than honorable conditions.



(3)
Marines whose circumstances of death bring discredit upon the Marine Corps.  It is emphasized here that Marines who commit suicide are entitled to military honors as would any other Marine who served honorably.


c.
Optimum support to be provided:  



(1)
Six bodybearers



(2)
Seven person firing party (with NCOIC)



(3)
Bugler or acceptable substitute (recorded music)



(4)
An Officer, SNCO, or NCO of equal or higher grade as the deceased to represent the Commandant and present the colors to the NOK.



(5)
If operational commitments dictate, a minimum of two Marines to present the flag to the primary NOK.  Avoid this if at all possible by finding augmentation.


d.
The appropriate uniform is the Dress Blue "B".  The Service "A" is an alternate if the aforementioned uniform is not available.  Only key personnel, such as the OIC or NCOIC of the funeral detail should wear the black mourning band on the left sleeve.


e.
Points of Contact for assistance:



(1)
The nearest Marine Corps District Headquarters.

CMC (MRC) for questionable cases.

National Personnel Records Center, St. Louis, MO for verification of service at (314) 538-4141/3155.

5.
NEXT OF KIN BENEFITS.  The benefits the next of kin of a deceased Marine are entitled to varies widely.  Here is a listing of some of the potential benefits:

6.
CACO REPORTS.  The CACO Report (1770) must be submitted within 30 days of receipt.  CACO's are reminded that this report is extremely valuable in documenting assistance rendered and in addressing problems and recommendations concerning the casualty assistance program.  Each item on the report should contain a date and comment on when the assistance was provided, or reflect not applicable (N/A).

CACO CHECKLIST
____  Always have a dress or service uniform prepared.  Casualties happen when you least expect them.

____  Open and maintain a case file for 2 years on every casualty call you conduct.  Keep copies of all messages, completed claim forms, Casualty Assistance Call Report, and a chronological log of every action (time, date, what, who, etc.).

____  Be prepared for media interest in casualty cases.

____  As soon as you're assigned as a CACO, immediately verify the casualty and obtain a copy of the PCR released by the parent command.  Have them FAX it if possible.

___  Verify the NOK's name, address, phone number (include area code) and relationship to the deceased/injured Marine. 

____ Call the CMC (MRC) at DSN 278-9512 or commercial (703) 784-9512 immediately for clarification, authentication or approval.  After normal working hours the HQMC Casualty Duty Officer may be contacted at DSN 225-7366 or commercial (703) 695-7366.

____  Prepare a calling card with your name, home and work telephone numbers to give to the NOK upon your arrival.

____  All notifications will be made in person.  Only in the most unusual circumstances will a NOK be notified by other means.  Contact the CMC (MRC) if you have any doubts.  

____  Make notification between the hours of 0500 and 2400 unless otherwise directed.

____  Attempt to find out if the NOK speaks a language other than English.  If so, take someone with you who can help interpret your message.

____  Never go on an initial notification alone.  A chaplain, medical officer, or another Marine should accompany you.  They can assist and act as a witness to what transpires.

____  Prior to departing, call the parent command, the hospital or morgue where the remains are located, or any other agency you feel is necessary to obtain additional information which may be helpful.  This minor delay is often well worth the investment of time.

____  Before beginning notification, ensure you are addressing the correct individual.  Verify the name of the person and relationship to the Marine.  Do not assume anything.
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____  When addressing the NOK, make every effort to display an understanding and helpful demeanor which will give comfort to the bereaved NOK.  An overly formal approach or a rude manner can seriously damage the Marine Corps' reputation with the NOK, and possibly an entire community.  Try to put the NOK at ease and convey the Marine Corps will help in any way possible.

____  Using discretion, advise the NOK of all known details surrounding the death.  Use only accurate and verified information.  

____  If death occurred by other than natural causes, tell the NOK the matter is being investigated and they will be entitled to a copy of the final report.  Copies of the report may be requested from the command’s convenving authority.  Copies of criminal, police, NCIS, etc., reports may also be requested.  

____  Ask the NOK if they desire a specific person (Marine, civilian, family member or member of any branch of the armed forces) to act as a the escort.  If not, the parent command will assign a Marine as the escort.  

____  Determine if there are any immediate family members serving in the Marine Corps or other military services.  If so, contact the CMC (MRC).  These personnel will be notified through the proper military chain of command.

____  Determine if the deceased is legally responsible for any children (legitimate or illegitimate).

____  Explain that benefits are established by federal law and payments will be made without the need of an attorney or claim agent. 

____  Obtain the social security number(s) of the death gratuity beneficiary(ies) and pass to the CMC (MRC) for payment.

____  Answer any immediate questions the NOK may have, and arrange for a second visit (within 24 hours) to discuss funeral arrangements and other benefits, as appropriate. 

____  Express to the NOK your sincerest condolences on behalf of all Marines and then depart by telling them you'll return the following day to help with funeral arrangements.

____  Casualty assistance is your primary duty until all the necessary paperwork is completed.  Expect to spend a good deal of time with the family in the next few days. 

____  Write everything down.  Don't rely on your memory.

____  Tell the appropriate Marine Corps District or MRC, the time of notification, any relevant information given by the NOK, and any problems.
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SUBSEQUENT VISITS

Prior to the second visit, attempt to find the answers to the following questions:

____  Are the remains going to be recovered and are they viewable?

____  Who is the death gratuity, pay arrears, and/or SGLI beneficiary?

____  Can I deliver the death gratuity check on my next visit?

____  What was the Marine's status at the time of death?  Was he/she UA, a deserter, killed while committing a crime, involved in activities which would discredit the Marine Corps?  These conditions may affect pay and allowances, death benefits, DoVA benefits, etc.

____  Is the Marine entitled to a posthumous promotion?

____  Are there any additional details surrounding the death that should be passed on to the NOK?

____  What military funeral honors is the Marine entitled to?  What does a simple or full honors funeral consist of?  How can I best explain this to the family?

____  What is the status of the personal effects shipment?  Are there any problems which might cause a delay?

____  Are the NOK going to move within the next 60 days?  If so, get the new address.

          Determine the families desires concerning the disposition of the remains, in what cemetery the body will be interred, or if cremation of the remains is desired.  See paragraph 2004.6 and figure 2-7  of the reference for details concerning ITOs.

____  Determine what funeral home will be used.  Get a point of contact, a phone number and an address.  Pass this information on to the Mortuary Affairs, Great Lakes, IL  at (888) 647-6676, Ext. 644 or 645.

____  Tell the family if their requested escort will be available or if another Marine will be handling that assignment.

____  Explain to the family how the remains will be prepared (at government expense), shipped, escorted, and received:

Subj:  CASUALTY ASSISTANCE CALLS

1.  Taking the extra step that exemplifies concerned leadership in taking care of our own is a sacred trust given to those that bear the title Marine.  I expect all Marines to be there for the families of our fallen comrades.  Assignment as a Casualty Assistance Call Officer (CACO) is psychologically and emotionally demanding, but can be one of the most rewarding duties ever assigned to a Marine.  CACO's should become intimately familiar with MCO P3040.4D, the Marine Corps Casualty Procedures Manual.  This Manual has been carefully written to provide the necessary information to make each Casualty Assistance Call a success.

2.  Every casualty assistance call is unique and should share one commonality--absolute responsiveness to the needs of the Marine's family.  It is critically important that family members are personally notified by a Marine who is both concerned and knowledgeable in casualty assistance procedures.  I encourage CACO's to ask for help in questionable cases and use the chain of command, if need be, all the way up to this headquarters.  I want them to know they've got my full support in responding to the needs of these families.  The Casualty Duty Officer is available to provide answers and assistance 24 hours a day through the Marine Corps Command Center at DSN 225-7366 or (703) 695-7366. 

3.  I also expect CACO's to be aware of the importance of getting the facts and relaying them to the family as quickly as practical.  It is important that CACO's contact the deceased Marine's command to verify all information prior to notification.  CACO's must ensure that they do not provide unsubstantiated details.  Such misinformation not only can damage the Marine Corps' credibility, it can cause the family needless distress and expense as well.  

4.  A casualty assistance call is a primary duty and an ongoing mission.  I expect CACO's to show care and concern when carrying out their responsibilities.  By doing so, we can ensure that these bereaved families can take solace and pride in the fact that their loved one was a Marine.

RECEIVES A REQUEST FOR FUNERAL HONORS, THEY TAKE IT FOR ACTION. IF
THEY CANNOT SUPPORT THE REQUEST, THEY FIND ANOTHER UNIT THAT CAN.
THE NATIONAL DEFENSE AUTHORIZATION ACT (NDAA) FOR FY00 CREATED AN
ENTITLEMENT FOR FUNERAL HONORS. THEREFORE, EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY,

MADE TO HAVE ONE PRESENT FOR TAPS. HOWEVER, IF UNAVAILABLE, A
QUALITY RECORDING IS AUTHORIZED. MY EXPECTATION IS THAT THE
SITUATIONS WHERE THE MINIMUM NUMBERS OF MARINES ARE USED WILL BE FEW
AND BY EXCEPTION. COMMANDERS WILL MAKE EVERY ATTEMPT TO PROVIDE
