OUTLINE





1.	The very nature of the Marine Corps is that we are expeditionary.  The term expeditionary will apply to every Marine regardless of their assignment.  If you are the first sergeant of a ground element, support element, aviation element, base, etc., you must consider at all times you or your Marines may be called upon to deploy, or support with manpower, another units deployment.  Most battalions, squadrons, companies, etc., will have a predeployment SOP.  The following is an example of some of the things the predeployment checklist should include.  Do not consider this list all inclusive.  The first sergeant and his enlisted leaders will have to consider these type of things long before any deployment (see figure 0113-1).  
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Below is a list of items that need to be looked at before deployment.  Use this list as a guide to arrange your personal affairs.

2.	Two separate areas a first sergeant and his enlisted leaders will need to be concerned with is Medical and Dental readiness of their unit.  These areas will need constant attention on almost a daily basis if the unit is to be successful.  Consider them to be in a category separate from the predeployment checklist because of the supervision they require.
