1.	MARINE CORPS UNIVERSITY.  The Marine Corps University was formed in 1989 by the Commandant of the Marine Corps, then General Gray.  Since that time it has gone through several changes to arrive at where it is today.
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2.	PHILOSOPHY OF ENLISTED PME. 








Professional military education (PME) is designed to foster continual professional development of all Marines.  We develop professional competence in leadership and warfighting skills at all levels of war and crises, ranging from humanitarian assistance to combat.

4.	PROFESSIONAL MILITARY EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS BY GRADE.





	a.	There are two Marine Corps Orders the first sergeant must be familiar with.  The first is MCO P1510.94; SOP for Resident Enlisted PME which will have how our schools run, and most importantly the command screening checklist.  The second is MCO 1553.4; Professional Military Education.  This order will have the requirements by grade of all PME.  





	b.	There have also been several ALMARS published which pertain to PME.  ALMAR 256/93 which explains the relationship between professional military education and promotion/ reenlistment.  ALMAR 213/94 which defines promotion policies for selection to first sergeant.  ALMAR 176/95 defines Marine Corps Policy for the Corporals Noncommissioned Officer Program.  ALMAR 156/96, which establishes PME credit for D.I. School, Recruiters School, and MSG School.
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
