1.  MISSION:  Fosters high morale; develops and strengthens the religious, moral, spiritual, corporate and personal well-being of military personnel, their dependents, and other authorized persons assigned to, supported by, or transiting MCCDC, thereby assuring the constitutional right to free exercise of religion.





2.  BILLET DESCRIPTION (MCCDC CHAPLAIN):  Serves as the principal advisor to the commanding general and subordinate commanders in developing and strengthening the religious, moral, spiritual well-being and morale of personnel and their dependents, and executes those programs that are approved and funded by the commanding general.  Provides professional direction in religious matters by advising the command and administers the command religious program (CRP) which promotes the spiritual, religious, moral, corporate and personal well-being of military personnel.  Develops, schedules, publicizes and provides religious services and religious education for authorized personnel; exercises liaison with community social, welfare, and religious organizations; provides professional ministries of visitation to sick and confined personnel and counseling ministries to authorized personnel.
